FAQ 

Why do you mow the lawn in different directions 
each week? 
 
There are a few reasons why we do this, with the first 
and most important being that it helps reduce wear 
and damage to the turf.  Anytime a mower turns 
around or as wheels go over a surface a certain 
amount of compaction and stress is applied to that 
area – specifically at the turn around points.  
Switching directions allow time for the grass to 
revitalize and repair itself. 
 
The other reason is aesthetics.  The checkerboard or 
argyle patterns that many of you are used to seeing, 
with alternating dark green and light green sections, 
are created by rollers under the mower decks that 
bend the grass.  The difference in color is a result of 
light reflecting off the entire blade of grass for those 
bending away from you (light) or just the tips of the 
grass for those bent towards you (dark). 
 
Unfortunately some properties do not allow for 
multiple mowing directions.  Extra care is taken in 
these situations to prevent excessive wear and stress.
